����  UP Edge – drawing the curtain for a 
new era 

UP and competition involvement are like 
Munich and Oktoberfest, or Sweden and 
moose bumper stickers. Pilots like Alex Hofer, 
Stephan Stieglair, Olli Rössel, Torsten Siegel 
etc. have made sure that especially the Targa 
series of wings has been on countless 
podiums in recent years. Now, the replacement 
is ready to pick up where the Targa series 
threaded so successfully. The most important 
aspect of this change for die-hard Targa fans 
is: Everything is changed but everything stays 
the same. The new wing has very little in 
common with the Targa series, except the UP 
quality and the comfort of knowing that it 
works. UP chief designer Stephan Stieglair 
explains: “This move was inevitable inasmuch 
as the Targa family is now irrevocably 
outdated. Our tests before the Worlds in 
Australia already confirmed this – something 
entirely new was needed.” It has taken us 
almost 1½ year to reach the point where we 
can now state with considerable firmness that 
UP is back at the top of the game! In order to 
get here we were forced to bid the entire Targa

����  UP Edge – Soul flying machine  

Where does the anticipation start? Is it when 
we glance at the technical data? There’s no 
mistaking the message purveyed by these – 
AR 7.5, three line levels, floating 12mm Kevlar 
risers, trimspeed of 42km/h and new model 
sizing. All of this conspires to raise our 
expectations before we have even begun the 
pull on the A’s that will entail the transition from 
theory to praxis.  

 

 
Over the top – superior climbing ability is paramou nt 
for all performance paragliding, not only in 
competitions.  
 

But if a mere glance at the technical data 
sheet is enough to make a comp pilots’ 
heart race then surely his senses 
must be overloading as soon as 
he launches the wing. Super 
easy to launch in spite of the 

high aspect ratio, tight and precise handling, 
hitherto unseen climbing performance and a 
glide ratio that will keep the followers at bay – 
with the UP Edge, every aspect is testimony to 
the immense development effort that has gone 
into it. With such a wing, and such an effort 
behind it, it is perhaps not surprising that we 
are very proud of this our latest achievement, 
solidly perched at the top of the performance 
ladder.  

Speed and performance wrapped in an 
individual design – the ingredients that go into 
the special Edge feeling are clearly defined; 
the Edge is a no-compromise performance 
wing that is already setting new standards in a 
number of fields. 

 
 

����  Flight dynamics – The UP Edge 
raises the bar 

So how is it to fly? Well to begin with we went 
and further refined the brakeline attachment 
system so that the trailing edge would be even 
more precisely managed than before. We 
combined this with a new brakeline geometry 
that, even if it does sound like a marketing 
phrase, allows the Edge to cut through the air 
like a hot knife in butter. The Edge is equally 
impressive on fast soaring tasks as on slow 
days with weak climbs. The conflict between 
comfort and dampening as opposed to agility 
and tightness of handling is simply perfectly 
balanced so that it becomes a non-conflict. 
The bank angle is easily adjusted and the 
Edge has no tendency to go on its nose in the 
turn. 

The Pitch trimmers allow the pilot to fine-tune 
the Edge to their own preference and the 
conditions at hand. Closed trimmers are 
perfect for weak climbs and slow conditions 
where every metre counts, whereas ope 
trimmers make the wing bite into thermal cores 
harder, allowing easier centring in strong, tight 
cores. With trimmers closed, the wing will also 
suffer less from turbulence-induced pitching, 
something that could be used on rough glides.

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����  Speed is the key – approaching the 
70km/h hurdle at full bore 

Approaching full speed, the GPS is closing in 
on the 70km/h figure. But almost more 
impressive than this borderline value is the 
way that it is reached. Any delayed reaction to 
pilot input is a totally alien concept for this wing 
– it converts any engagement of the speed bar 
into speed almost alarmingly fast. The layout of 
the new 3-riser speed system was a particular 
challenge; in order to unfold the full potential of 
the design, a floating speed system was called 
for. Made with delimiters to curb unwanted 
behaviour, the elaborate risers have a very 
linear AoA effect to the benefit of the glide ratio 
and speed of the Edge.  

 
Partially floating C-risers and an elaborate pulley  
suspension system make higher speeds at better glid e 
angles a reality. 

����  It is in the details that the breed is 
 discerned – Loop Sleeves and 
 other UP solutions 

In order to achieve higher strength and 
reduced abrasive wear on the lines, UP 

incorporates the so-called Loop Sleeve 
Protection on the Edge. The line loops are 
reinforced with little sleeves so that the line 
materials are not in direct contact, to the 
benefit of both strength and longevity. 

The pre-stretched Dyneema lines reduce 
post-production line stretch to an absolute 
minimum, and our meticulous production 
procedures further reduce the expected 
stretch, even on intensively flown wings.

����  Features 

Our „HCS“ (Honey Comb 
System) is almost like a space 

frame structure inside the 
canopy. The frame consists 

of a number of vertical, 
diagonal and horizontal 

elements and ensures a canopy shape that 
remains unchanged regardless of loading, 
turbulence etc.  

 
„Ultra Riser“ – The well-known UP 
comp risers are made of high-
strength Kevlar reinforced band 
measuring only 12mm across. The 
line maillons were developed 
exclusively for these risers by 
Peguet. In spite of the very low 

drag, these risers fulfill all the expectations to a 
riser system on a modern paraglider both in 
terms of user-friendliness, functionality, 
longevity and pure strength.  

 
 

����  Materials 

UP uses only the best materials available. 
The Edge is, like all UP wings, built from NCV 
Porcher cloth. The risers are also made from 
tried and tested materials.  

For the lines we have again chosen to tread a 
new path: the Edge employs a mix of 
unsheathed Dyneema and Aramid lines, with 
the canopy- and gallery lines all made from 
Dyneema from Liros, and the riser lines made 
from the traditional Aramide material. The 
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Dyneema lines are far superior in the ageing 
department and unsusceptible to weakening as 
a consequence of bending, and have made it 
possible to reduce the cost of the yearly line 
replacement, since this only applies to the riser 
lines, at least as long as the Dyneema tests 
sufficiently strong. Our experience with the 
Dyneema material makes it likely that they will, 
under normal conditions, last as long as the 
wing itself.. 

The riser lines are however still Aramid, 
simply because with their great length even the 
slightest tendency to stretch would soon put 
the wing way out of trim – and Aramid lines 
from Edelrid have excellent resistance to  
stretching.
